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b) MSE bidders are required to furnish a copy of the Certificate of Registration for Micro or
Small Enterprises (commonly referred to as the Udyam Registration Certificate) issued by the
Ministry of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSME), Government of India, or its
equivalent, as a prerequisite for availing exemption pertaining to prior turnover and
experience.

c) MSE:s shall be exempted from payment of Earnest Money. However, they shall be required
only to submit Bid Security Declaration.

6.3 Support to Start -up companies: The Government of India has ordered the following support to
Start-ups (as defined by the Department of Promotion of Industrial and Internal Trade - DPIIT).

1. Background:

The handloom sector represents the second-largest source of employment in India. This sector is
unorganized and dispersed. In order to enhance fabric quality and increase productivity, the Office of DC
(Handlooms) within the Ministry of Textiles offers financial assistance to handloom weavers for the
technological upgrading of handlooms. This assistance is provided through the provision of handlooms and
handloom accessories as part of the National Handloom Development Programme (NHDP), specifically
under the Hathkargha Samvardhan Sahayata (HSS) initiative.

Government of India will provide financial assistance to the extent of 90% of the cost of Handloom
and Handloom Accessories and remaining 10% will be borne by the respective weavers. Consequently,
the decision has been made to invite technical and financial bids based on the outlined scope of work and
eligibility criteria.

The recently released guidelines for the National Handloom Development Programme (NHDP),
issued by the Office of the Development Commissioner (Handlooms), are now accessible on the official
website at www.handlooms.nic.in.

2. Empanelment of Suppliers

For supply of identified items in Annexure —I, Expression of Interests (Eols) are invited from
interested entities suppliers/manufacturers of Handloom and Handloom Accessories.

3. Scope of Work

To supply Handloom and Handloom Accessories of the specified quality to the applicants
(weavers) in accordance with the specifications outlined in the Request for Proposal (RFP) and the
subsequent supply order. The delivery is to be completed within two months of receiving the
applicant's 10% financial contribution. The supplier is required to ensure the timely delivery and
installation of the Handloom and Handloom Accessories. Prior notification to the
weavers/beneficiaries via SMS, letter, phone, email, or any other provided means of contact is
mandatory. The addresses and phone numbers for communication will be furnished along with the
supply order.

4. Handloom and Handloom Accessories Specification:

a) The supplied items must be brand new, of superior quality, and adhere strictly to the
specifications outlined in Annexure — [ & I(A) in terms of both parts specifications and
quality standards.

b) A sample of each item (specifically, one sample from item numbers 1 to 3, one sample from
item numbers 6 to 7, one sample from item numbers 12 to 15, and each sample of item
numbers 4, 5, and 8 to 10) shall be submitted as per section 10(B)(d)(xi) of the Request for
Proposal (RFP) to the Weavers’ Service Centre, Ahmedabad.

c) The supplier is required to imprint or engrave a unique code on all supplied items for
identification purposes. The quality of the items will be assessed by the weavers upon
delivery and must meet their satisfaction.
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d) Any discrepancies found between the supplied items and the approved specifications or
quality standards will lead to the cancellation of the order, and the supplier will be
responsible for retrieving their materials at their own expense.

e) All items listed in Annexure-I & I(A) must come with a minimum one-year warranty against
any manufacturing defects from the date of installation/commissioning. Failure on the part of
the supplier to fulfil warranty obligations will result in the forfeiture of the performance
security. Additionally, the supplier may face blacklisting from participating in future
Government Tenders.

5. Eligibility Criteria for submission of Eol:

Subject to provisions in this Tender Document, participation in this Tender Process is open to all
bidders who fulfil the Eligibility criteria. Bidder should meet (as on the date of his bid submission
and should continue to meet till the award of the contract) the ‘Eligibility Criteria’ given below.

a) The Supplying entity should be a registered entity/agency.

b) The entity must have GST registration.

¢) The supplying entity must possess a minimum of two years' experience in the manufacturing
or supplying of handloom and handloom accessories for which bids are being submitted.

d) The supplying entity must not be insolvent, bankrupt, in receivership, undergoing
liquidation, subject to court administration, or facing suspension of business activities due to
legal proceedings. Additionally, within the preceding three years from the bid submission
deadline, the entity must not have been declared ineligible, blacklisted, banned, or debarred
by the Weavers Service Centre, Ahmedabad, its Ministry/Department, or any relevant
governmental agencies in India, thereby ensuring eligibility for participation in tender
processes.

6. Public Procurement (Preference to Make in India):

The purchase preference (Preference to Make in India) as mentioned in para No. 6.1 of this tender
document, if applicable will be carried by the evaluation committee.

7. Relaxation for Micro & Small Enterprises (MSEs): Details are given in para No.6.2 of this
tender document.

10. Information to the Bidders on E-tendering:

Offline/Manual bids will not be accepted.

B) Detailed Process to Registration/Search/Preparation/Submission of the tender through
the following process:
Bidders are obligated to furnish electronic copies of their bids via the CPP portal, utilizing
legitimate Digital Signature Certificates. The following guidelines are intended to aid
bidders in registering on the CPP portal, prepare their bids in compliance with stipulated
requirements, and subsequently submitting their bids online via the CPP portal.
